Narrative: On the above date and time Vacaville Narcotics Enforcement 
Team Detectives executed a search warrant at 1337 Farmington Drive.  The 
warrant was served by the Vacaville PD Special Weapons and Tactics Team.  
The search warrant was the culmination of an investigation of the suspects 
by Vacaville Narcotics Detectives for sales of methamphetamine.  Vacaville 
Police K9 Kora searched the premises and assisted in locating evidence 
related to the sales of both marijuana and methamphetamine.  
Approximately one thousand dollars in suspected drug proceeds was seized 
from the residence. 
 
(S) O’Connell, the primary tenant of the home, was arrested for 11366 H&S, 
11359 H&S, 11378 H&S and 273a PC.  Two small children, aged 2 & 5 were 
taken into protective custody as a result of the investigation.  (S) Jones and 
(S) Wilder sublet a room at the home.  Both were arrested for 11377 H&S 
and 11378 H&S.  All three suspects were transported to the county jail in 
Fairfield for booking.
