UPDATE: 
 
While conducting the follow-up investigation on this reported home invasion robbery 
incident detectives from the Investigative Services Section were able to determine 
that this reported crime never took place. As a result the 16 year juvenile who made 
the orginal report was arrested for filing a false police report and grand theft. The 
juvenile was released to his parents.  
 

ORIGINAL PRESS RELEASE 
 
On 3/29/08 at approximately 1125 hours, Vacaville Police Officers responded to a 

residence in the 200 block of Luzena Avenue, in reference to a Home Invasion Robbery 
which just occurred.  The juvenile victim stated two men; one armed with a handgun, 
entered the residence demanding money.  The victim was detained in one of the rooms 
by one of the gunmen, while the other gathered items from inside the residence.  The 
suspects fled with items from the residence and were last seen on foot, eastbound on 
Luzena Avenue.  Evidence of the robbery was located inside the residence.  The victim 
also had an undisclosed amount of cash taken from his person, after being stuck in the 
head and pushed to the floor.  The victim declined paramedics and did not sustain 
serious injury.  An area check for the suspects was conducted with officers and the 
CHP helicopter with negative results.
