On Saturday June 7, 2008 at approximately 2:00 am, the Vacaville Police
Department Communications Center received a report of a disturbance at a
residence in the 200 block of Markham Avenue in the City of Vacaville.

Responding Patrol Officers were able to determine that a verbal disturbance
had turned violent at this residence and a 19 year old male Vacaville
resident had been shot. The victim had been transported to Vaca Valley
Hospital by friends prior to the arrival of the responding Patrol Officers.

At Vaca Valley Hospital the victim received emergency medical treatment for
at least one gunshot wound to his lower body and one gunshot wound to his
upper body. The victim was eventually transported to John Muir Medical
Center in Walnut Creek for additional medical treatment.

The investigation of this incident is in its infancy. Detectives from the
Investigations Section assumed the lead in the investigation. They are
currently in the process of talking with potential witnesses in an attempt to
determine what exactly took place. If anyone has information about this
