Narrative:

On the above date and time detectives from the Vacaville Police
Department’s Investigative Services Division served a search warrant at
apartment 28 of the Round Oak Villa Apartments in Vacaville. The search
warrant was the culmination of an investigation of suspects Sherman and
Borja by Vacaville Narcotics Detectives for sales of marijuana. A search of
the residence revealed evidence related to the sales of methamphetamine,
marijuana and Ecstasy. Approximately 1.3 pounds of marijuana, 1 ounce of
methamphetamine, 56 Ecstasy pills and four hundred eighty eight dollars in
suspected drug proceeds were seized from the residence.

Both Sherman and Borja were arrested for possession of methamphetamine
and marijuana for sale. (S) Sherman was also arrested for destruction of
evidence. Both suspects were transported to the county jail in Fairfield for
booking.

The Vacaville Police Department has a zero tolerance policy towards illegal
drug use in our community. We enjoy a healthy partnership with our
citizenry and rely heavily on public information to combat the flow of drugs
into our neighborhoods.
