Narrative:  
 
On the above date and time detectives from the Narcotics Enforcement (NET) and 
Crime Suppression Teams (CST) served a search warrant at the 1000 block of 
Boone Court in Vacaville.  The search warrant was the culmination of an eight 
month investigation of Daniel Moriarty by Vacaville Narcotics (NET) Detectives for 
sales of marijuana.  A search of the residence located almost ten pounds of 
processed marijuana and concentrated cannabis and approximately 169 marijuana 
plants.  A loaded handgun and evidence of marijuana sales were also located by 
detectives inside the residence.  The homeowner, Daniel Moriarty, was arrested for 
cultivation and possession of marijuana for sale and being armed in the commission 
of a felony.  He was subsequently transported to the county jail in Fairfield for 
booking. 
 
City Building Inspectors were called to the scene after detectives discovered major 
modifications had been made to the two story home to enhance the illegal 
operation.  The home was declared a hazard and posted uninhabitable as a result of 
there inspection. 
 
The Vacaville Police Department has a zero tolerance policy towards illegal drug use 
in our community.  While California State Law authorizes some individuals to 
possess small amounts of marijuana for medical purposes, the cultivation of 
marijuana for sale is illegal and not sanctioned or allowed within our community.  
The public is encouraged to report all suspected drug activity to our DRUG TIP LINE 
at 449-5243.  Callers can remain anonymous and all information is welcome.
