On March 7, 2009 at approximately 10:37 p.m., Officers responded to the Star’s
Recreation Center at 155 Browns Valley Road for a reported shooting. Callers had
reported a physical altercation between a group of young adult males at the bowling
alley. The fight had escalated when a shot was fired.

Upon arrival, officers found an 18 year old male suffering from a single gun shot
wound to the leg. The victim was treated at the scene by paramedics and transported
to a trauma center for additional treatment. The injury was described as serious, but
does not appear to be life threatening.

The suspect fled the area on foot with the weapon. The case is being investigated by
the Investigative Services Section.
