Suspect description:  BMA, 25 to 30 years of age, 506 to 508 tall, medium build, dark 
clothing.   
 
Narrative: 
 
On April 5, 2009 at approximatley 11:30 p.m., patrol units responded to a shooting 
that had just occurred.  A caller reported that her husband had been shot in the leg 
and needed assiatnce in the 100 block of Persimmon Circle.  Responding officers 
arrived on scene and contacted a 26 year old male victim suffering from a gun shot 
wound to his leg.  Officers administered first aid and secured the scene.     
 
Officers learned the following from the victim and witnesses:  The male victim and his 
wife had returned home after a night out.  Upon exiting their vehicle the victim was 
confronted by a male suspect.  The suspect made a demand for money and shot the 
victim once in the leg with a large hand gun.  The suspect was last seen fleeing the 
area on foot.   
 
The victim was transported to a trauma center for treratment of his injuires.  The 
victims injuries are serious but not life threatening.  The victim is currently recovering 
from surgery.    
 
The Vacaville Police Department would like to remind citizens to be mindful of your 
surroundings and to call in any suspious activity to the police.  This investigation is
