Narrative:

On June 25, 2009 9:08 p.m., the Vacaville Police Department
Communications Center received numerous calls regarding a large fight
involving numerous subjects with sticks and rocks. Witnesses described an
altercation in which one victim had been hit in the head with possibly a brick
and several others being struck with sticks.

As Officers responded to the 100 block of Sunset Lane, it was reported that
the responsibles had fled the area in a pick-up truck toward Agean Way. A
traffic stop was conducted on a pick-up truck matching the description, as it
was leaving the area. During the stop, all eight of the above subjects were
detained and later arrested after they were identified as being involved in
the incident.

The initial investigation into this incident revealed that the aggressors in this
incident are members and associates of the Norteno street gang.

All eight subjects were charged with assault with a deadly weapon,
participating in a criminal street gang, and conspiracy. In addition, the two
juveniles and S-Luis Rodriguez were also charged with violation of probation.
