SHORT CHASE RESULTS IN NARCOTICS ARREST ON AEGEAN WAY  
Vacaville police arrested a local man for possession of illegal drugs following a 

brief foot chase Monday morning.  

At about 9:43 a.m. Monday, a woman called police to report she had been 

dropped off in the 500 block of Buckeye Street and that the vehicle, a red Mustang 

convertible, had been stolen. 

An officer had spotted the car prior to dispatch receiving the call.  Police then 

developed information that the car was at an apartment complex in the 100 block 

of Aegean Way.  As officers approached the vehicle, the suspect, Richard Martinez, 

21, of Vacaville, ran off through the apartment complex.  

After a short foot pursuit, Martinez was detained.  Nearby, police found the 

keys to the red Mustang as well as what was thought to be methamphetamine, 

which officers believed had been discarded by Martinez. 

Martinez was taken into custody and booked for possession of illegal drugs.  

The vehicle was located and had not been stolen.
