Narrative:

On Thursday April 22, 2010 at approximately 9:00 p.m., Officers responded to the
500 block of Markham Avenue (Trower Park) in reference to several reports of shots
fired. As officers searched the area, the Vacaville Police Department Communication
Center received a call from the emergency room at Vaca Valley Hospital advising they
had just received a victim of a gun shot wound. The victim, a 17 year old male was
suffering from a single gun shot wound to the back.

At Vaca Valley Hospital, the victim received emergency medical treatment for a non-
life threatening wound. The victim was treated and later discharged from the
hospital.

Our Preliminary investigation has revealed that the victim was involved in a
confrontation with four suspects in the 500 block of Markham Avenue, at which time
he was shot. After the shooting, the victim fled the area on foot back to his residence
at which time he was transported by a family member to Vaca Valley Hospital.

The suspects fled the area on foot with the weapon. The case is being investigated by
the Crime Suppression Team. Anyone with information about the case is asked to
contact Det.
