VACAVILLE POLICE ARREST PAIR ON VARIETY OF DRUG CHARGES 
 
Vacaville police arrested a man and a woman early Thursday morning after a search of 
their home turned up a variety of drugs and drug-related items.  
 
Police went to a home in the 500 block of Longwood Place in Vacaville to serve an arrest 
warrant on S-Bill White, 39, of Vacaville.  S-White was wanted for resisting arrest in 
another county.  After his arrest, officers obtained a search warrant for the home, and 
discovered close to a half pound of methamphetamine; 1¼ pounds of marijuana; and 10 
grams of cocaine, as well as items used in the manufacture of methamphetamine.  
Three young children were also found living in the home.  
 
S-Richard White, 41, of Vacaville and S-Deidre Lum, 29, of Vacaville were charged with 
furnishing or transporting controlled substances, possession of cocaine for sale, 
possession of methamphetamine for sale, manufacturing controlled substances, and 
child endangerment.  
 
The juveniles were removed from the premises and Solano County Child Welfare 
Services responded to take custody of the children.  S-Richard White and S-Lum were 
booked into the Solano County Jail.  Bill White was not charged with any of the drug 
crimes.  S-Richard White and Bill White are brothers.  
 
The Vacaville Police Department has a zero tolerance policy regarding the illegal 
possession and/or sales of drugs.
