POLICE SEEK SUSPECT IN EARLY MORNING BURGLARY AT TARGET

Vacaville police are looking for the person who broke into a local retail outlet
and stole a variety of items early Monday morning.

The Vacaville Communications Center received a call from an alarm company
monitoring the Target store located at 3000 Harbison Drive Monday morning
at approximately 1:29 a.m. regarding an activation of alarms to the rear
doors of the business.

Officers arrived on scene within four minutes of the call and observed the
rear doors pried open. An interior check of the business was conducted and
it was determined the suspect fled the scene prior to officers’ arrival.

Surveillance footage from the store was obtained and reviewed. It appeared
the suspect acted alone in committing the burglary. Ten Kindle e-books, one
Acer laptop, and five iPad keyboards were taken. The total loss was over
$2,000.

The suspect was last seen leaving out the back doors wearing a dark colored
hooded sweatshirt and black pants.
